Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group Summary 2019-05-13
Present:  Ray Watkin, Andy Gibbs, Deirdre Vernon, Peter Tacon, Alan Dearnley-Davison, Mike Lynch, Paddy Deeley, Kristin Watkin

1.  Apologies were accepted from Cheryl Wall.  Peter Tacon and Alan Dearnley-Davison were welcomed.  Peter, of Cromwell Lane has lived in the village for over 30 years and Alan, of Hob Lane for 11 years.
2. The meeting summary 15-03-2019 was confirmed.  The following actions were addressed

· Paddy and Ray printed off the folder materials for the Community event.
· Andy printed off 10 copies of the Housing Needs Survey report.
· Paddy emailed the community encouraging attendance at the Community event.
· Steering Group members and Parish Councillors were asked to encourage participation in the Community Event.
· Ray asked Trish to circulate Wine Club members with and encouragement to attend the Community event.
3. Vision Statement – should it be amended in any way?
· The feedback from the Community Event provides overall support for the Vision Statement. In 1.1.2 Janet Hickinbottom suggested there should be reference to future Burton Green residents.  NPSG agreed this should be included so that 1.1.2 should read ‘ Through this NP we wish to ensure the continued community cohesion of the Village so that our residents, established, recent and future, will live in a village which promotes organic and sustainable growth, enjoys open views over woodland and agricultural land and be able to enjoy cycling and walking with access to community activities, many associated with our dynamic Village Hall and popular Village Primary School.’  
· The associated discussion also raised the matter of the Resident’s Association welcome pack for people moving into the village.  The pack is to be updated and will be discussed at the RA’s next meeting.
4.  NP Policy areas – response to community feedback.

· The summary report of the Community Event Activities showed that of the 5 policy areas in the NP ‘Business and Tourism’ and ‘Travel’ were regarded as the least important.  The ensuing discussion arrived at the view that all the policy areas need to be addressed in the NP  
5.  NP Draft Core Objectives – response to community feedback
· The Development Boundary – feedback revealed concerns particularly in relation to the proposed Development Boundary and its impact on the green belt.  The original thinking was that the Development Boundary would remove some apparent anomalies in the WDC Local Plan Growth Village Envelope (GVE) which does not include the houses on Red Lane below the Burrow Hill housing development site for example.  NPSG needs to understand the thinking of WDC in relation to the GVE and the green belt. 
· Valued Landscapes, Agricultural Land, and The Burton Green Built Environment were viewed positively by the community.
6.  NP Community Projects – thoughts and should we add any further projects?

· The Cut and Cover Tunnel – we need to understand the structural capabilities of the cover before developing the area which received community support.

· Electrical vehicle recharging points – not regarded as a priority by the community.  Agreed it should be included in the NP as it accords with the Vision Statement of the NP
· Cycleway linking the housing developments and the greenway – strong community support for this project.

· Community Orchard – agreed this should be developed in the NP

· Recycling of materials from bridge and cutting demolitions by HS2 – agreed this should be explored with HS2 – the blue bricks and sandstone could be used to line the greenway cutting which is to be established by HS2 providing an echo of the previous structures.

7.  Primary School re-draft of NP paragraph

· Lesley Tacon has re-drafted the paragraph along the lines of the Village Hall paragraph by Cheryl.
8.  NP area boundary issue on NP maps

· The NP area agreed by WDC and used in the NP Consultation Draft no longer accords with the Burton Green Parish Boundary recently changed by WDC.  We need to raise this with WDC planning.
9.  Regulations around identifying local green spaces
· Alan researched this and listed a number of criteria which should apply to the designation of a local green space including – ‘should be consistent with local plans’; ‘have special value to the village’; ‘should have local significance’ and ‘should not be extensive’

· The NP Consultation Draft identifies the ‘Electricity Sports Ground’ adjacent to Cromwell Lane, the cut and cover tunnel, the Red Lane playground, the village green and the playing field in Burrow Hill Park.  NPSG agreed the Electricity Sports Ground does not meet the criteria and should not be included in the NP local green spaces.  The green land around the new Village Hall and the tree plantation established by HS2 adjacent to Broadwell Wood and the Greenway should be included
10.  NP area Tree map

· This is work to do.  Discussion suggested the survey may have been undertaken by the Residents Association.  Mike explained any tree with a diameter over 305mm requires permission if it is to be felled. There should also be a register of trees with preservation orders.  We must also include current woodland areas and hedges which act as windbreaks/boundaries.

11.   Evaluation Report

The meeting was focussed and met the requirement to take into account the feedback from the Community Event.
